EVENT:  The “Jason Crawford Memorial Tournament”

DATE:  Saturday April 3, 2010
WHERE:  The Reese Court located on the Eastern Washington University Campus:

                   1136 Washington Street, Cheney, WA 99004. 

DIRECTIONS:

FROM SPOKANE and NORTH/EAST:
Heading west from Interstate 90, take the Cheney/Four Lakes exit (270). Follow Highway 904 (Michael Anderson Memorial Highway) for 4.2 miles, then take a right on Betz Road (first stoplight). Follow Betz Road for 2.2 miles (it winds to the left and turns into Washington Street). Woodward Field and Reese Court are located on the right, and fans should park in lot P12 (behind the Woodward Field Donor Suites and Media Center).

FROM SEATTLE and WEST:
Heading east from Interstate 90, take the Tyler/Cheney exit (257). Turn right on Highway 904 (Michael Anderson Memorial Highway) and follow for 10.2 miles. Turn left on Washington Street, and go 0.6 miles. Woodward Field and Reese Court are located on the left, and fans should park in lot P12 (behind the Woodward Field Donor Suites and Media Center).

FROM PULLMAN and SOUTH:
Heading north on US-195, turn left on East Bradshaw Road (located just after mile marker 76) and go 1.9 miles. Continue another 2.8 miles after Bradshaw Road turns into Cheney-Spangle Road. Cheney-Spangle Road will wind to the right and continue for 8.5 miles into Cheney. Turn left on 1st Street and follow for less than a mile, then turn right on Washington Street and go up the hill for about a half mile. Woodward Field and Reese Court are located on the left, and fans should park in lot P12 (behind the Woodward Field Donor Suites and Media Center).
SPECTATOR PARKING:

Parking Services would like to make parking for all our campus visitors as convenient as possible. The following information is intended to assist our visitors and guests by providing information about the parking system at Eastern Washington University in order to contribute to a positive experience.

It will also identify disability parking spaces along with the loading and unloading zones at the Pavilion. 

 On Saturday, April 3rd, the metered parking around EWU is not enforced and is available on a “first come, first served” basis. Parking is also available in EWU Parking Lots P9 and P12 behind the Woodward Field press box, on a space-available basis. Parking in unauthorized areas such as service drives, fire lanes, and safety zones, along yellow curbs or yellow zones, within 16 feet of a building and in designated “no parking” areas are safety issues and will be enforced, with violators subject to fines or towing.
Parking Services has adopted the Washington State Disability provisions and infraction fees as determined by RCW Title 46 Motor Vehicle Code. Persons with disabilities must possess a valid Washington state disability license plate or placard.

The permit is authorized for use by the person with disabilities only, per RCW Title 46 Motor Vehicle Code. Any person observed using a disability permit may be required to show Washington state disability identification to any police officer or Parking Services parking checker. The operator of the vehicle must have the proper identification, or be physically transporting a passenger having valid state identification. Failure to produce identification may result in an infraction. Parking in a disability space without a permit is subject to a $250 fine. Abuse of a EWU disability permit is a $100 fine. Repeat violators will be required to return the disability permit.

RV PARKING: Because of limited parking, no day use or overnight recreational vehicle parking will be permitted in campus lots. RV’s can park on the streets at meters, however they can only occupy the allotted space, so slide outs or awnings will not be permitted.  Also, RV parking on a space-available basis can be utilized at the Ampco-owned lot at Elm and North 9th Street. This is a private lot and will require the posted fees to be paid for each parking space utilized. The lot is monitored on the weekend.   Below is a list of area campgrounds:

RULES:

Coolers or personal chairs of any kind WILL NOT be allowed in the Reese Court.
Spectators WILL NOT be allowed on the mats at any time.  This has worked well in the past; it ensures good visibility for the spectators in the seats and increases the speed and efficiency of the event.

Only 2 coaches per team will be allowed at each mat.  The Head Coach/Program Director for each team is responsible for requesting the badges needed for their team.  Only 2 all-access badges will be allowed per team (Mats and pairing room.)  All other badges will be for the mat area only.  Each team must submit a list of registered coaches.  To submit your list of coaches please email Theresa Bergquist at MMWC-JCMT@live.com upon receipt of this letter, no later than March 26, 2010.  The badges will be passed out at the coaches meeting on April 3.  
Weigh-in begins at 6:00 AM and ends at 8:00 AM. Late arrivals WILL NOT be allowed to register.  Matches will begin at 9:30 AM.

Fingernails must be clipped BEFORE registration begins.

Each team is requested to bring trash bags to “police” their own areas.  We really want to show our appreciation to EWU for allowing us to host this tournament in their facility.

Make sure that you know which scoring tables is your team’s responsibility (sent in a separate letter from the league).  Please send qualified people to work the table.  If you lack qualified scorers and timers it is your responsibility to correct this prior to the tournament.  This is a league requirement that was voted by the coaches to ensure that those wrestling will be charted accurately and fairly.

If a child gets sick or needs to leave the tournament early they MUST check out with a JCMT Event Coordinator so the wrestler can be removed from the brackets.

We will only allow one parent to be present in the pairing room for the 5 & 6 age groups only.

Reserving of seats prior to the event will not be allowed.

When the wrestlers are announced, runners will accompany the wrestlers and carry the bout sheets to and from the scoring tables.  Only the runners will be allowed to handle the bout sheets. NO EXCEPTIONS

Bring your best behavior, sportsmanship, cleanliness and respect.

We will be hosting approximately 1500 wrestlers for a one day tournament.  The sheer numbers indicate that this will be a lengthy event.  Please help your parents understand what a unique opportunity this is for everyone involved, and also how fortunate they are to spend an entire day watching and supporting their wrestlers in this event.  Please don’t disrespect our club by complaining about the length of the tournament.
Wrestlers are required to wear wax or mouth guard if they have dental appliances.  Approved hair cover MUST be worn prior to wrestling.   
Hair covers must be shown at weigh-ins.
Registration Fee for Wrestlers $15.00
Spectator fee $3.00 per person (children and adults 12 years and older)
